Southwest Texas College Radiologic Technology Program
Health Education Systems Incorporated Admission Assessment (HESI A2)

All Radiologic Technology applicants must take the HESI A2 exam in person. The exam is administered in the Radiologic
Technology computer lab on the SWTX Uvalde campus, H102 (Witt Building).

The HESI A2 Admissions Assessment exam is a comprehensive exam that evaluates the academic and social skills of new
applicants to the Radiologic Technology program. A brief explanation of each subject area that will be tested is as
follows:

English Language

o Reading Comprehension: Provides reading scenarios in order to measure reading comprehension, identifying
the main idea, finding the meaning of words in context, passage comprehension, and making logical inferences.

e Vocabulary and General Knowledge: Contains vocabulary terms that are used commonly in both general English
speaking and in the health care fields.

e Grammar: Contains basic grammar, including parts of speech, important terms and their uses, and commonly
occurring grammatical errors.

Math

e Basic Math Skills: Focuses on math skills needed for health care fields, including basic addition, subtraction,
multiplication, fractions, decimals, ratio and proportions, household measures, and general math facts.

Science
e Anatomy and Physiology: Provides coverage of general terminology and anatomical structures and systems.
Learner Profile (not included in points)

e Learning Style: Assesses the preferred learning style of the prospective applicant; offers test-taking and study
tips suited to that learning style.
e Personality Profile: Assesses personality related to preferred learning style.

Critical Thinking

e Provides a “snapshot” of critical thinking ability in situations encountered in healthcare settings.
e Atotal score is reflective of abilities in the following 5 categories:
o Problem Solving
Biases and Ethical Dilemmas
Argument Analysis
Analysis of Data
Prioritization of Care
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Preparation for the exam

Steps to Schedule Exam, Create Evolve Account, Enroll with Evolve Course ID, Purchase Exam
Step 1: Schedule your exam

e Space for testing is limited to 20 students per date

e Please visit SignUpGenius to choose your exam date:

e The date you have selected will be displayed

e Under “Comment” you must indicate if this is your 1st attempt at taking the HESI A2 for our program or the 2nd
attempt

e |nput your name, SWTX email address, and phone number

e  Click “Sign Up Now”

e You will see a confirmation page and should receive an email confirmation

Step 2: Create an account with Evolve (if you do not already have one)

e You will be taken to your cart, click “proceed”

o The cost of the exam is $65.03 per attempt

Testing Guidelines

When you arrive for your scheduled appointment, you will be required to present a clear and valid ID to verify your
identity.

Please arrive promptly to the testing site by 8:30 am. If, for any reason, you arrive after 8:30 am, you will not be
permitted to enter the exam room and will have to reschedule.

You must have your SWTX email/password and your Evolve username and password to access the exam. If you do not,
you will be turned away and will need to reschedule.

You are not permitted to take anything into the testing area with you. We will provide an area for you to place your
phone, smartwatch, backpack, keys, headphones, earbuds, etc. during testing, however, SWTX is not responsible for the
safety of lost or stolen items.

You will be provided paper, a writing utensil, and may use the calculator on the computer during the exam.

The entire exam will take approximately 6 hours. If a bathroom break is needed, you may leave the room; however, the
exam time will continue to count down. An additional 15 minutes have been factored into the exam time to account for
bathroom breaks.

You may bring a drink into the testing area only if it is in a container with a tight-fitting lid. You will not be given a lunch
break and you are not permitted to leave the building at any time, for any reason.

Accommodations

How your exam score will be used in consideration of program acceptance.

Acceptance to the SWTX Radiologic Technology program is based on a graded point value system. No minimum score is
required on the exam; however, the composite score and each subject score will be converted to points. The higher your
composite score and grade for each subject area tested, the more points you will be awarded.

The HESI A2 exam may only be taken twice per application period to achieve better scores. If you choose to retest a 2™
time, only scores from the 2" attempt will be considered.

If you have taken the HESI A2 exam for another college/university, you may submit those official scores to the SWTX
Radiologic Technology program. The exam must have been taken within the past 12 months of the SWTX Rad Tech
application deadline (May 15, 2027). Exam scores must be submitted by the application deadline.
